Dear Neighbors:

As you are well aware, Sunday’s storm wreaked havoc throughout the entire east coast. Although our Village was very substantially and directly affected, with quite a bit of property damage, I am very pleased that no injuries have been reported. The results could certainly have been much worse.  

We have spent the past several days non-stop, in the Village. The number one question as I talk to people, by far is “When will my power be restored?” and “Where are their trucks?” Let me assure you that this is also our number one priority. We have spoken to officials at LIPA numerous times. LIPA is getting to the homes in our area as quickly as possible. Understand, due to the high winds that continued through Sunday evening, they could not send out crews until it was safe. While it has been challenging for all of us, LIPA is moving through our community and by this morning, quite a few of our homes have had their power restored. Unfortunately, though LIPA has not and will not provide us with any firm date and/or time for completion.  We will continue to push them.

Our Village crews (plus additional subcontracted crews)  along with your Board of Trustees and I, have been on the streets, assessing damage, visiting with residents and providing support, assistance and guidance where possible and necessary. Within hours of the storm's passing our roads were passable - cleared of fallen trees, hanging wires and dangerous debris.  This is still on-going and will be until normalcy is restored. We ask for all our residents to be cautious walking or driving around the Village roads since there are several tree companies, our DPW workers and LIPA crews working with heavy machinery as well as possible loose branches and wires throughout the Village.

Until now, our computers have been down in the Village hall and we have been unable to send out any informative emails to residents as we have been doing in the recent past. We just got our computer service back, and hence this email is being sent out. 

We have been in touch with the police leaders and they have assured me that patrols have been seriously stepped up in our Village and will continue until our power is back on.

Please let us know if we can be of further assistance to you or your family or if you have suggestions that may be constructive and helpful. In the meantime, I ask you to remain calm and be patient. We are focused on getting results as quickly as possible under these difficult conditions.
