Dear Village Residents, 

First and foremost, allow me to apologize to you for not getting a September letter out to you last month. Frankly, I was so wrapped up with Tropical Storm Irene, that she took up just about all of my attention!

Now that she is behind us, let me share with you some “post storm” thoughts:
a. While there was some serious damage to a number of private and public properties, overall, our Village fared reasonably well. And most importantly, NO ONE was hurt! 

b. All roads were cleared within hours of the storm thanks to Andy, Rudy and John DiStefano.

c.  Our Village Clerk, Liz Gaynor and Deputy Clerk, Sandra Yadaie did an outstanding job of keeping things well organized, properly coordinated and under control.

d. The main issues fell into three categories: Trees… Power/LIPA…. Drainage. We were focused and will continue to be focused upon the damage and lessons learned in all three categories.

e. Cell phone numbers will be helpful as “texting” was continually functional during and after the storm. I would encourage you to provide your cell phone number(s) to village hall. 


f. During the storm’s aftermath, we were fortunate to have had excellent security provided by NYS Troopers and the 6th Precinct. Additionally, we had made arrangements to have a private security service patrol during several evenings. As a result, NO crime was reported during this period.

g. Henry Krukowski our Emergency Management Officer and Sandy Siff our Deputy Mayor, both deserves a special note of gratitude for all they did during this challenging period. 

h. Be assured that we will seek to recover all financial losses/impacts of the storm through FEMA.

i. We received quite a bit of attention and support from the Town of North Hempstead as well as many of our state and local elected officials that I am most appreciative of.

Monthly Board Meetings:

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Property Tax Assessment Review Team;

At our last meeting of the Board of Trustees, I had expressed some serious concerns about the method that our Village uses to establish property values. This, of course, has a direct impact upon the way property taxes are determined, and therefore on whether or not our village taxes are being levied “fairly and equitably”. Note, this has NO bearing upon the total amount of taxes collected. In order to accomplish this, I indicated at the meeting that I will be establishing a competent team who will focus on this important issue. The team will be spearheaded by Gene Spiegelman with support from several capable and competent residents. They will also be consulting with our outside tax consultants and our village attorney. I will ask them to come before the Board of Trustees monthly, beginning at our November meeting, to update all of us on their progress and activities. I look forward to learning of their findings and hearing their recommendations.

Village Appointments
I am encouraged by a number of residents who have expressed interest in getting involved and participating with several of our Village boards. A number of appointments of new folks to several of our boards were performed at our August and September BOT meetings. Among them was Rhonda Scharf who was appointed as a new member of the Architectural Review Board (ARB), filling a vacancy created by the departure Ann Abeles. Congratulations to Todd Korren who steps in as Chairperson of the ARB. Formerly, Todd shared the Chairpersons position with Jeff Siskin, who moved away for the village last month. A special gratitude goes out to Ann and Jeff who served the village for a number of years and our village has certainly benefitted from their contributions. Additionally, Susan Werman and Allison George have volunteered and have been appointed to alternate member positions serving our Board of Zoning Appeals.

I am also excited to learn that there are several other volunteers in the pipeline….soon to be announced.  

Beautification Committee  
In case you hadn’t noticed, our Beautification committee headed up an effort to clean up Black Ink pond. You may also have noticed that the benches there have been power washed for your enjoyment. It looks considerably better and this is just one of the visible benefits of this committee which has additional ideas that they are planning for the improvement of our Village. I look forward to what’s next on their agenda. (  

Safety and Security Committee
As you know, this committee was established in order to make our Village safer for our residents. You will note   additional “traffic calming” street signs being installed around the Village and soon, I suspect, you will also see additional speed humps.
