Storm Recovery - Update Wednesday August 31, 2011

Dear Neighbors,

We are now in the third day following the storm. Let me assure you that the Village employees, your Board of Trustees and local government officials are working diligently to bring our Village back to “normal”. With that as background, I want to update you on some of the things that we are doing, in an effort to keep you informed of our activities and progress:

First and foremost……If you have any Medical Emergencies - Please call 911. If you have someone who uses medical equipment in your household contact LIPA immediately as well as Village Hall for assistance

LIPA:  Please see the attached letter we recently received from LIPA.  In addition we are working very closely with Wayne Wink’s office (NC Legislator), Michelle Schimel’s office (NY Assemblywoman), Jack Martin’s office (NYS Senator), John Kaimen’s office (Supervisor, Town of North Hempstead). In addition we have been in touch with the Director of Intergovenment Affairs in the Governor’s office who has enlisted support and assistance from the federal Office of Emergency management. The Village will continue to monitor communication with all these agencies until all homes receive full restoration of their electric power. Further, we have made special arrangements with The Town of North Hempstead to have their DPW trucks work directly alongside LIPA crews to make certain that they “clear the way”  (tree removals, moving of large obstacles, etc.) for all LIPA repairs to proceed without additional delay, which typical would otherwise occur in such situations. 

On Monday, LIPA supervisors assessed the area and on Tuesday several LIPA crews and subcontractors were very visible within the Village working at several locations to restore power.  They are working around the clock and will continue. As of today only 141 residents are still without power out of 458. We are fully committed to maintaining a continuous level of intense pressure to all appropriate parties in order to get power restored to each and every property in the village.

Security:  This is of primary concern. We are in constant contact with the senior officials over at Nassau County’s Sixth Precinct and as a result they have stepped up patrol cars in our village ON Monday evening this was limited due to the huge demand on them as a result of the traffic lights being inoperable. However last evening (and continuing through full restoration) the level of police presence in the village was considerably enhanced. We are also making arrangements to have supplemental security such as private security, National Guard and our local volunteer fire departments increase the level of patrols to ensure the safety and well-being of our Village residents.

There are many other tasks that we are working on but these are top on our list and of utmost importance to update you. We will continue to do so until a sense of normalcy returns to our Village. Of course if you have any issues or questions, you can always call our Village staff at 516-621-3541.
