· Please remember to park you cars “off” our public roadways before a snowstorm begins.
· Please clear all ice/snow from walkways and leave a clear path for garbage pick-up and mail carrier.

Successful Meeting with Nassau Legislator Wayne Wink

Shortly after last month’s Board meeting, Liz, and I met with Wayne Wink to continue exploring ideas of how Nassau County can (through grants) provide assistance to our Village for various problems that we might face. These discussions covered issues such as drainage concerns, roadway improvements, safety and security issues, beautification of public areas, etc. Along with Liz our Village Clerk, I will continue these discussions and follow up to maximize benefits that we might be able to secure.   

Property Tax Assessment Review Team
As I mentioned in my previous letter, we have some serious concerns about the method that our Village uses to establish property values and your Board had established a team to review this important issue. I am anticipating that they will be sharing their findings with us shortly and once they do, and a decision is made on how best to proceed, we will let you know.       

Beautification Committee  
Our Village’s Beautification Committee continues to seek ideas from our residents that may help to enhance our community. If you have any suggestions, please submit them and we will pass them along.

Safety and Security Committee

We are continually focused on helping to make our community as safe as possible. In this regard, we will continue to maintain our Village roadways and signage to improve safety for our residents. Please let us know if you have any concerns in this regard so we can take corrective actions, as may be necessary. In line with this, I expect shortly, we will be installing additional, strategically placed speed humps around the Village. Again, increased safety is our only focus here.

Monthly Board Meetings
Village residents are welcome and, in fact, encouraged to attend all Village Board Meetings. A copy of the upcoming month’s agenda for the Board of Trustees meeting is attached to this letter to allow you to see what we plan to discuss at our next Board meeting (see December agenda). While subject to change, it is intended to provide you with our thoughts for the meeting’s agenda, as we see it today. 
Nassau County Sump

You may have noticed that the sump located at the intersection of The Serpentine and The Glenada is in a state of disrepair and has been since Tropical Storm Irene. Please be assured that the repair/restoration of this sump (which is the property-responsibility of Nassau County) is a top priority and we are in continual contact with the County to get this work completed, without unnecessary delay. We are disappointed that attention to this matter has not met our expectations. 

Miscellaneous thoughts/suggestions 
Drainage on The Dogwoods – For years, our Village has endured considerable flooding and drainage issues on The Dogwoods. When flooded, this roadway can, at times, become impassable. Although a number of corrective measures have been attempted and/or implemented over the years, this problem continues to linger. At our upcoming Board of Trustees meeting we will review and consider the approval of an engineering study to determine what will be necessary in order to understand how to solve this item and perhaps to determine the costs that may be involved in doing so.  

Truck- We will be accepting bids for the disposition of one of the Village’s trucks (a 2000 Ford F-550 4x4 dump truck) in the next few days. We want to make certain that our residents are aware of this opportunity, in case there may be some interest in purchasing the truck. If so, please inquire at Village hall for the details. 

Trees - If you have trees out in front of your property that seem to pose an unusually large risk to the power lines, please contact LIPA directly (1-800-490-0025) and let them know that they need to prune or remove these hazards. This is prudent and recommended to do as a preventive measure before an issue materializes.

Soliciting – In an earlier mailing, I indicated that the Village maintains a “Do Not Solicit” list that should act as a deterrent to those who wish to solicit in our Village. The list grows daily and I would encourage each and every household to register before it becomes an issue. Simply let Liz know you want to be added to the list and we will do so immediately. Additionally, you are encouraged to post a sign near your front door to discourage this activity. 

Licensing of Landscapers – In one of our earlier Board of Trustees meetings, we had discussed the idea of requiring landscapers who work in our Village to be licensed and permitted by our Village. We had tabled that discussion until the appropriate time, which is fast approaching. I anticipate we will be discussing this item in our upcoming board meetings.

Village Hall Hours–In an effort to serve our Village residents better………Your Village hall is open for business every weekday from 9:00 am ‘til 4:00 pm. We no longer close for lunch hour. Additionally, Village Hall had previously been closed (for Inventory) during the week between Christmas & New Year’s. This will no longer be the case.
