Dear Village Residents, 

It is wonderful to write to you at this time knowing that winter is history and springtime has arrived. And now that it is here, we are eager to focus on making the Village the best it can be during this (my favorite) time of year. 

Here are some of this month’s highlights/items of interest… 

Results of our Village Elections
Of course by now, you all know that the annual Village Election took place a few weeks ago. It was an uncontested election for three of our Village Trustees who were seeking re-election. All three were successful in their efforts. Congratulations to Brian Feingold, Sandy Joel Siff and 
Jeff Lindenbaum. For your information, the results of our election were posted on our website within minutes of them becoming official….thanks to our Village Clerk, Liz Gaynor, for being on top of this and making sure our residents get “up-to-the-minute” information, as soon as it is available. 

A Fox, A fox…….

A number of our Village residents have reported and expressed concerns about several “fox sightings” during the past few weeks. We have spoken to several agencies to inquire and express these concerns, including the NYS Department of Wildlife and Senior officials from the County and the Town of North Hempstead. Some of the points made are:
· Foxes do not ordinarily pose a threat to people or domestic pets. 

· Foxes are viewed as a “good thing” as they help control the small rodent, feral cat and geese population.

· Although foxes are not known to attack people, do not feed them or leave food out for them.

· As of this time, there have been no reports to the Village of rabies concerns relating to  any foxes.

· Foxes don’t like noise, so if you are walking and see a fox, rattle your keys or speak loudly. 

· If a resident feels a fox will harm or pose a threat to their domestic pet (which is very unlikely), limit outdoor/unsupervised play time.

· Of course anyone who still feels the fox is “nuisance wildlife” may call a trapper for their own property.

Tennis Club

With April here, I am reminded that this is the start of the “tennis” season, and I suggest you might want to check out the benefits that our Village’s tennis club offers to all our families. As you may know, our Village has seven regulation tennis courts (behind Village hall) which are operated by The Tennis King at Roslyn Estates. Under an agreement with them, our Village residents are offered an incredible, exclusive opportunity to join this club at huge discounts. Beautification

Recently, we began making some simple improvements to the “more visible public areas” in our Village, in our attempt to “freshen things up a bit”. Our Village beautification committee is hard at work in conjunction with our Department of Public Works and I am confident that considerable improvements will be achieved. In fact, they already started the improvements. From trimming overgrown shrubs; to spreading mulch and wood chips; to cleaning/replacing aging signs; to planting of flowers; to cleaning around the ponds; to fixing asphalt curbing that is in disrepair; daily removal of litter and filling minor pot holes. Lawn Irrigation and Landscaping Hours

Our Village law allows landscapers to work in the Village between the hours of 8:00 am and 8:00 p.m. on weekdays, 10:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. on weekends. These hours were instituted several years ago in an effort to allow our residents to enjoy some peace and tranquility. Please share this with your landscapers and ask them to abide by these hours, to avoid being fined and out of consideration for neighbors. Also, when turning on your lawn irrigation system, please check the operation of the systems’ rain sensor.

Just a reminder, we have available at Village hall “No Soliciting or Peddling” decals for each of our homes. Please stop by and see Liz or Sandy at our Village hall to pick one up when you have a moment.
