Dear Village Residents, 

Greetings all!  Wow, what a wonderful winter! Just a few more weeks (my fingers are crossed) and hopefully, we will be out of the woods. Some items of interest……..

Safety and Security

We continue to monitor the progress of the County’s recently announced plans to close police stations. So far, we understand that the Sixth Precinct (Manhasset) will soon house Nassau County’s Highway Patrols, and our Village will be served by the Third Precinct, located on Hillside Avenue in Williston Park. Police cars patrolling our area are expected to remain unchanged. We have been assured that there will be no reduction in police officers servicing our area. Also, to keep everyone informed, each and every month we receive and review monthly police status reports that we receive from our local police precinct and I am happy to report that our Village has had NO criminal activity during the past year. Lastly, you may have noticed a few additional signs around the Village, which are being strategically placed to help calm traffic flow. These include stop signs, slow signs, etc. Also, in an effort not to increase signage (sometimes referred to as “sign pollution”) some signs deemed unnecessary are being, or have been removed, as appropriate.
Tax Override/Budget Discussion

At last month’s BOT meeting, the Board of Trustees voted unanimously to override the proposed two percent (2%) tax cap. This was done as a “just in case” measure and will only be utilized should the need arise. I expect that we will be discussing/reviewing the upcoming 2012/2013 budget at our Monday, April 16, 2012 Board meeting.      

Village Elections

Just a reminder…. Village elections will be held on Tuesday, March 20, 2012 for three Village Trustee positions that are up for re-election. In order to make sure everyone has the opportunity to vote, the Board of Trustees has authorized an extension to the voting hours. Village hall will now remain open all day (from 6 A.M. until 9 P.M.) on Election Day.  

Animals/Pets “Out and About”

There seems to have been a lot of “sightings” around the Village of stray cats and even a few foxes. Please do not feed strays as this will only serve to exacerbate this situation. Also, our Village law requires all dogs to be leashed at all times when off their owners’ properties. Please be respectful of your neighbors’ properties and, out of respect to our neighbors, be mindful to pick up after your dogs.  

IMPORTANT - Emergency Numbers

As a reminder, our Village maintains a list of people to notify in the event of an emergency. This might include cell numbers, office numbers, or perhaps contact information for a close friend or relative who you would like the Village to contact should the need arise. This is critically important! Please provide your emergency contact information to our Village office, if you have not already done so. You can also do so by going to our Village website. This is for your benefit as well as the possible benefit of your neighbors. 
Recognition Awards for Former Mayor

Recently our Village received several citations recognizing Susan Ben-Moshe’s (our former Mayor) for many dedicated years of service. These awards were planned to be presented to 
Ms. Ben-Moshe at our last Board of Trustees (BOT) meeting, but at the request of the Civic Association, it has been postponed to Monday, April 2 at 7:30 p.m., at Village hall. I am told this event will be open to all Village residents and I expect further details will be forthcoming from the Civic Association.  

Renewable Energy

We have recently become aware of a special program that is being offered to municipalities, which may allow our Village hall to save operating costs (electricity) with NO up-front cost. In the next month or two we will be exploring the program’s feasibility with a view towards moving this forward.   

Lawn Irrigation and Landscaping Hours

With springtime just around the corner, it is important to be reminded that our Village law allows landscapers to work in the Village between the hours of 8:00 am and 8:00 p.m. on weekdays, but only between 10:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m. on weekends. These hours were instituted several years ago in an effort to allow our residents to enjoy some peace and tranquility. Please share this with your landscapers and ask them to abide by these hours, out of respect for our neighbors. Also, if you are planning to turn on your lawn irrigation system, it is important to have your contractor check the operation of the systems’ rain sensor. This is required and will help save water.  

No Soliciting/Peddling

As promised in last month’s letter, we ordered stickers for each of you to place on/near your front entry doors to discourage soliciting in our Village. For those of you, who receive this letter electronically, please stop by Village hall to pick up your sticker. Anyone receiving this through the U.S. Postal Service will receive one in this mailing.

A copy of the upcoming month’s agenda for the BOT meeting is attached to this letter to allow you to see what we plan to discuss at our next Board meeting. While subject to change, it is intended to provide you with insight, so you can determine your interest in possibly attending.
