Village Elections

Each March, our Village holds elections for elected positions that are due to expire. This year, in an effort to better serve the needs of our Village residents, your Board of Trustees has decided to extend the voting hours at Village Hall. As a result, we will need to appoint (up to) four Election Inspectors who will assist in this process. If you would like to participate in this process, please contact Liz at Village Hall. 
Property Tax Levy Cap

A public hearing will be held at our January’s Board meeting to address this important, recently mandated issue, as the preparation of next year’s budget is not far around the corner. 

Beautification Committee  
Perhaps you may have seen some small, but noticeable improvements to our public areas as you stroll or drive through our beautiful community. With spring time around the corner, our Village’s Beautification Committee continues to seek ideas from our residents that may help to enhance our community. If you have any suggestions, please let us know and we will pass them along to the Committee. 

Safety and Security Committee

We continue to focus on all ideas that help make our community as safe as possible. Also, be aware of your surroundings and keep an eye out for (and report) any unusual sightings throughout the Village’s public areas as well as on your neighbors’ properties. Please let us know if you have any ideas or concerns regarding safety/security, so we can continue improving. Increased safety is our primary focus.

Nassau County Sump

Last month, you may recall my discussion about the “unsightly and potentially dangerous” sump, owned and operated by Nassau County, located at the intersection of The Serpentine and The Glenada. It has been in a serious state of disrepair since Tropical Storm Irene. We continue to be disappointed that attention to this matter (by the County) has not met our expectations. I have since sent a letter directly to the County Executive’s office in an attempt to elevate this to a level that will (hopefully) get this matter resolved.  

Drainage on The Dogwoods

At last month’s Board meeting, we approved an initial engineering study to begin exploring how to solve the chronic flooding problem that has plagued this street for years. A number of interested residents were in attendance. I will provide updates as progress is made on this.    

Village Truck

I am very pleased to share with you that we have sold the Village’s truck for an amount considerably higher than we had anticipated in our budget, thanks to Liz’s diligent and patient efforts. 

Licensing of Landscapers

January’s meeting of the Board of Trustees will host a public hearing on the concept of requiring landscapers who work in our Village to be licensed and permitted by our Village. If approved, this should ensure that landscapers working in the Village are properly insured and fully aware of our Villages laws regarding landscaping activities. 

Village Hall
Over the past several years, the Board Room at Village Hall had slowly fallen into a state of disrepair. In anticipation of this, we had budgeted to correct this situation and have just completed the task. Much of this work was performed by Rudy and Andy from our DPW crew and the place looks great! Please feel free to stop by to see the new colors, carpeting and a whole “fresh look”. Also, in a continuing effort to best accommodate you, our Village residents, Village Hall will continue to be open for business every weekday from 9:00 a.m. ‘til 4:00 p.m.
