Dear Neighbors:
Recently, you may have read, heard, or seen on television reports about the explosion of insect-borne infections in the United States.  The number of people getting diseases transmitted by mosquito, tick and flea bites has more than tripled in the United States in recent years, and there have been several new such diseases identified.  Because of the geography of Roslyn Estates, we have to be especially aware of the problem and be proactive about dealing with it.  Specifically, we have several ponds – our own Black Ink and The Loch, as well as a few on individual properties – plus the various Nassau County catch basins throughout our Village.  In addition, our topography lends itself to many opportunities for standing water to accumulate.

For our part, we have already installed the aerators in our two ponds, and we are pressing Nassau County to treat their catch basins promptly and properly.  We ask all of you to do your parts, as well, by quickly eliminating any standing water on your properties and alerting us to any others you observe, as well as contacting us immediately whenever you notice any unusual concentrations of mosquitos or discover any ticks.  If we work together, hopefully, we can minimize any chance of those infections spreading in Roslyn Estates.
Navigating our Roads
During the nice weather, many of our beautiful, winding, and narrow roads are partially obstructed by landscapers’ trucks.  Please be especially careful and cautious when driving past and around these parked trucks, because vision is often quite limited, and the possibility for accidents from oncoming cars is greatly increased.

Tennis
Although we are fortunate to have a nice tennis club with six Har-Tru courts within our Village, very few residents take advantage of it – even though membership for Roslyn Estates residents is heavily discounted.  Nevertheless, the club’s operator has asked your Board of Trustees for permission to erect a “bubble” over the courts during the colder months to offer year-‘round play.  There are understandable and legitimate concerns about the impact such a change would have on nearby residents, including increased traffic during those months, the possibility that the compressors could be heard near the facility, and the appearance of the bubble itself.  While there may be ways to minimize those concerns, and there would be increased licensing fees to the Village, that might not be sufficient to make its installation palatable.  We encourage residents who would be directly affected by such a facility (e.g., those who can see the courts from their homes or who live along The Tulips and Diana’s Trail) to write or e-mail us with their concerns – or their suggestions on how to make it acceptable.  (Please make any communications heavy on facts and light on hyperbole!)
