Safety and Security:   Our village has been fortunate in recent years, having experienced some of the lowest crime rates in its history. While we have been pleased with this, let’s not get complacent on this important issue. 

Please make sure to activate your house alarms at all times and turn on lights around your property in the evenings. 

A little bit of prevention will go a long way in this regard.  Also, I am attaching a list called “things your burglar won’t tell you”.  This may look familiar to you as I had sent it to all our village residents about a year ago. I thought a simple reminder might be valuable to help maintain everyone’s safety. 

Street Light Outages:  Just a reminder….If you are aware of any street lights that are not operating, please let the village know. We will address those immediately. 

Generators:   At the request of many village residents since Super Storm Sandy, our Village’s Emergency Management Officer, Henry Krukowski,  hosted a meeting at Village Hall in January. The purpose was to offer assistance to anyone who might have an interest in getting a generator installed at their home and to answer any questions that may exist. The meeting was very well attended and quite a success. If anyone has additional questions or wish to speak to Henry, please feel free to contact him directly.    

Trees & Village Cleanup:  Although great strides have been made thus far, your continued patience is most appreciated. We are still continuing to remove large tree stumps that have resulted from the storm. And while I am on the subject of trees, I cannot overemphasize the importance of keeping your trees trimmed and pruned. Not only will this add value to your property’s appearance, it will help to prevent mishaps in the event we experience another storm. A regular tree maintenance program can go a long way towards helping you to avoid serious damage that can occur from fallen  limbs or worse, trees. 

Website:  While we constantly seek to keep our website current with the latest information, and we continue to seek ideas for improving our Village Website, any constructive comments are always welcomed. Real Property Assessment Committee voluntary hearing
